1. Should go into lots of detail with specific examples.

2. Is there a specific topic that you can discuss in detail? (might be good to research the modules that are included in the degree)
1. Should go into lots of detail with specific examples.
1. The second section or paragraph- the Topic of Interest-should be the most detailed, with specific examples.
3. What have you learnt from taking part in course related activities? 
1. Need a bit of detail.
1. Work experience if relatable – if it is not relatable explain why you change (you knew that is wasn’t what you wanted)
1. If you had no work experience do a research topic, relevant the course modules from your first choice.
4. What are your extra- curricular activities?
1. Do not need very much detail-keep it brief.

**Closing line – what was it that triggered you wanting to study your chosen subject**


1. Remember no more than 4000 characters, this includes spacing.
2. Do not mention the university name or course name in particular.
